Escaping a domestic violence
situation, Eliza came to Providence
House seeking safety and security for
her four children. While her children
stayed at Providence House, Eliza
needed to enroll her oldest two
daughters in school, secure safe
supervision and care for her youngest
two, obtain employment, and take
her GED test all while trying to find
new housing.

During her children’s 60 day stay at
Providence House, Eliza was able
to enroll in benefits for medical
insurance, food assistance, and cash
assistance, obtain a fulltime job as a
server, find day care for her youngest
children, and enroll her two oldest at
a local Catholic elementary school.

At the end of the 60 days, Eliza’s family
was reunited when space opened up
in a family shelter. Like many of our
families, Eliza still remains in touch
and engaged with our social workers
through our bimonthly Aftercare
Program. We are also excited to say
that she passed her GED practice test
and is getting ready to take the exam!
